There are 2 curriculums offered at our school.

1. Regular Program

This Program is based on The Basic Education Core Curriculum B.E. 2551. Seven subjects including
Mathematics, Science, Thai la_ﬁguage, Social studies & History, Occupation, Art and Music and Physical
Education, are taught by Thai teachers

English is taught under The Intensive English Program (IEP). Students are taught Listening, Speaking,
Reading, Writing, Grammar, and Vocabulary with native English-speaking teachers for 5 periods and with Thai

teacher for 1 period, for a total of 6 periods of English language per week.

2. English Immersion Program (EIP)

The English Immersion Program is based on the Indicators of the Basic Education Core Curriculum B.E.
2551 to nature of thinking and process skills with various activities, both inside and outside the classroom.
Students are taught to summarize ideas, communicate, solve problems and work with others. EIP students are
taught to think critically, synthetically, and systematically and are enabled to develop to the fullness of their
potential. English language, Mathematics, Science, Computer, Music, and Physical Education are taught by the
native English-speaking teachers. The Thai teachers teach Thai language, History, and Social studies (Religion

and Thai culture).

** Homeroom teachers:

For Grade 1, EIP students will have 1 native English-speaking teacher, 1 assistant teacher, and 1 Thai teacher

For Grade 2-12, EIP students will have 1 native English-speaking teacher and 1 Thai teacher ﬁ‘ﬁqm‘&”ﬂ/



English Immersion Program (EIP)

The English Immersion Program is based on the Basic Education Core Curriculum B.E. 2551 to nature
of thinking and process skills with various activities, both inside and outside the classroom. Students are
taught to summarize ideas, communicate, solve problems and work with others. EIP students are taught to
think critically, synthetically, and systematically and are enabled to develop to the fullness of their potential.
EIP students study with qua[iﬁed native English speaker teachers for 23 pericds per week, and utilize
educational materials and resources which are purchased from abroad. When students finish Grade 12, they
usually continue their higher education in English or Thai programs in Thailand, or otherwise study abroad.

Bangkok Christian College has been a pilot school for English Immersicn Programs. Our program was
established in 1995 under experienced management, and it has been continuously improved ever since. The
result has been to produce students with outstanding English ability, the confidence to think and act
creatively, and the ability to employ powerful leadership skills in the global community. Furthermore, as Thai
native speakers, the students learn to be true gentlemen who take pride in their Thai heritage, and use the
Thai language skillfully and appropriately. Since the first students in this program graduated in 2006, EIP
students have performed well on entrance examinations and have been readily accepted at prestigious

universities in Thailand and abroad, often receiving scholarships in recognition of academic excellence.

English Immersion Program Admission
The school selects Grade 1 EIP applicants from among students who have passed the general Grade 1

admissions process. The total number for acceptance is about 120 students (4 classroocms, 30 students each).
